The regular Village Board meeting was called to order in the Village Hall at 7:00 p.m. on August
16, 2010 by President Clint Carey.  Roll call was taken showing the following as being present: 
Trustees Steve Wiedmeyer, Stephanie Mette, Greg Marston, Joshua Cossiboon and Cathie Vavra.  
Trustee Larry Gillie was absent.  Also present were Bill Barlow, Village Administrator; Dean 
Frieders, Village Attorney; Deputy Chief Shawn Beane, Police Department; Pat Doherty, Public 
Works and Michelle Figuerola, Village Clerk.  A quorum was present.    

Public Comments:
Bernie Thomas of 909 Scottsdale Dr. stated that the residents are concerned that Cambridge is 
going to be closing down production of the Carillon’s.  He stated that the Board and Cambridge 
needs to resolve any issues with the 9th Amendment to relieve the anxiety of the residents.  Brian 
Paskiewicz of 1279 Waterfront Lane stated that he agrees with Mr. Thomas’s statement and 
added that the whole community should be kept in mind in regard to the 9th Amendment.

Items for Separate Action:
Trustee Vavra reported on the financial status of the events committee.  The committee is going
hold a fundraiser selling wreaths to help support the events.

There were discussions regarding the direction of the possible reactivation of the waste water 
treatment plant improvements.  There is a need to purchase a cover for the sludge will cost 
approximately $222,000.00.  The sludge is becoming liquefied during heavy rains, and poses a 
problem being transported over the roads to the sludge hauler.  There would also be a proposed 
item that will be included to meet the Village’s obligation to Lintech for engineering work 
completed previously.  Trustee Marston asked if the price of the roof is a typical cost.  Mr. 
Megurdichian stated that the span of the cover causes the cost to go up.  If the Board is not 
satisfied with the bids, they can always turn them down.  Trustee Mette asked how the budget 
looked for the current fiscal year, Mr. Barlow explained the budget.

Motion: To authorize the Village President to send a letter re-activating the Village of 
Pingree Grove’s Illinois Environmental Protection Agency loan application for 
the purpose of completing waste water treatment plant improvements for winter 
discharge of effluent, construction of a roof over the sludge drying bed and 
reimbursement for engineering expenses as indicated.

There are still issues with the HVAC system at the Police Department.  The parties involved are 
working together to resolve the problem.  By putting an agreement in place, there is an additional 
year to work the problems out.

Village President’s Report:
President Carey attended a breakfast with Chief Lussky and Deputy Chief Beane for the Illinois
Traffic Safety Challenge.  The Pingree Grove Police Department was entered into a drawing, and
won a trailer for the department.

Staff Reports:
Mr. Barlow stated that mosquito abatement had begun in the Carillon’s.  Mr. Doherty stated that
due to cooler weather, they will be spraying less. The cost will be $231 to add the service to the
Carillon’s.  Mr. Barlow stated that the Heritage District is paid for out of the general fund, and
since there is no SSA in the Carillon’s, this will also come out of the general fund.  Deputy Chief
Beane reported that the National Night Out was a successful event.  Attorney Frieders stated that
staff is continuing to work on the 9th Amendment.  Mr. Barlow reported that his schedule is
Monday, Wednesday and Friday during office hours.  He encouraged the residents to contact him
if he needed anything during those times.       



Old Business:

New Business:
Bernie Thomas asked why the sprinkler system is not working on the Carillon side.  Attorney 
Frieders stated that the IEPA will issue the permit once construction has been completed with 
regard to the permit.  Marianna Pantelin of 894 Bristol St. stated that her son attends Gary D. 
Wright in Hampshire.  The bus routes have changed, and the children are being picked up on 
Wester Blvd.  There were children and adults standing in the street waiting for the bus with cars 
turning in.  The location the children are in is a dangerous area and she brought pictures to show.  
She is asking that the Village back the parents with this issue since this can be a potentially 
deadly situation.  Joe Klemencic of 686 Glen Cove stated the bus stop for the children at Gary D. 
Wright is a safety hazard.  He stated that the vehicles were backed up behind the school bus.  This 
poses a public safety issue and snow season will as well.  The sidewalks are limited, which causes 
people to walk through the grass, private and public.  This could ultimately be a cost to the 
Village and the homeowners due to the cost cutting of District 300.  He suggested that since every 
neighborhood has a park within the subdivision, the bus could pull in and pick up the children at 
that stop to avoid the dangerous stop at Wester Blvd.  Village Administrator stated that the 
Village shares the same concerns.  Deputy Chief Beane will be attending the meeting on 
Wednesday that the District will be holding.  There are many concerns of the Police Department 
that has been brought to the attention of the bus company.  Julie Coates of 983 Bristol St. stated 
that she is concerned about emergency medical vehicles getting through.  Trustee Vavra stated 
that she had looked up some information regarding rules that some village board’s use as their 
handbook.  President Carey stated that it can be placed on the next C.O.W. meeting.
