August 9, 2010

The Committee of the Whole meeting was called to order in the Village Hall at 7:00 p.m. on
August 9, 2010 by President Clint Carey. The pledge of allegiance was recited. Roll Call was
taken showing the following as being present: Trustees Steve Wiedmeyer, Joshua Cossiboon and
Cathie Vavra. Trustee Mette, Marston and Gillie were absent. Also present were Dean Frieders,
Village Attorney; Jeremy Lin, Village Engineer; Chief Lussky, Police Department; Pat Doherty,
Public Works and Michelle Figuerola, Village Clerk. A quorum was present.

Roberts Rules of Order was discussed and is scheduled to resume at the September COW
meeting, when more Trustees can be present. Attorney Frieders indicated that most of the entities
his firm represents have not adopted Roberts Rules officially. He also expressed concerns about
the possible abuses of parliamentary rules that are found in the depth of the official book. Mr.
Barlow reported that many of the communities he has dealt with had operated under Robert’s
Rules with general success; noting that sometimes it required creative interpretation. Trustee
Vavra suggested that the Village incorporate some of Roberts Rules along with additional rules to
combine the two into a working document for Pingree Grove.

The Village Board received a status update of 41W009 Public Street to inform them that the
property has not complied with disconnection from the septic field and connection to the Village
facilities. It was noted that the property was on the market. Attorney Frieders explained that the
parties of interest had been informed of the Village’s position regarding connection and
discontinuation of the use of the property for two families. A couple of Trustees raised the issue
of the Village’s possible interest in acquiring the property for future Heritage District
development. Staff will follow-up.

Attorney Frieders also updated the Board that Cambridge was expected to provide the Village
with a document soon outlining additional questions they had in regard to the Village’s response
to the latest proposals for Annexation Agreement Amendment #9.
